Profit - taking
OnWall Street

NEW YORK, June 10. — Profit-
taking jumbled stock market prices

issues.
m'lt‘{]e news from the industrial
front was mainly encouraging, and
the foreign sector was no more dis-
turbing than recently, but some
analytical forces were not yet con-
vinceg that stocks have completed

their downward correction after a
rise of more than a year.

The relatively heavy turnover in
low-priced utility stocks brought
the day's volume up to 1,036 665
shares, the largest since May 27,
last. The Associated Press average
of 60 issues ended with a net gain
of .1 of a point at €2.2,

Oonstructive  developments in-
cluded the estimate of “Iron Age”
that steel production this week was
up to 70 per cent of capacity, not
far from the year's peak. U. S. Steel
also reported May shipments ahead
of April, which had been the best
