Sam tried it (the card tearing),
but couldn't make it. Another day
a large load of hay fell off a wagon
directly opposite the hotel. I didn't
resist the urge to pitch it on again
for the farmers. The boys marvel-
led again.

George Byers was a very pat-
riotic advocate for his P.E.I

home. Sam and Bloto were joking
with him about the smallness of
buildings and other institutions on
“the” island. George was trying to
make Sam believe that the West
Kent School was as high as the
Ames building—the highest build-
ing in Boston at that time, (15
storeys). He appealed to me in all
honesty and sincerity to find out
if the West Kent School was sev-
enteen or eighteen storeys high.
George had been away from Char-
Iottetown for, ten years and his
sense of proportion wasn't adjust-
ed properly.

Byers had been a good middle-
weight. He had beaten the middle
weights around Boston and went
to the Pacific coast.

There were Hundreds: of
instructors,. Many Harvard Univ-
ersity and high school students
took lessons. Godfrey was a born
gentleman of the Australian Peter
Jackson type. The bout between
Sam and Phil Jack O'Brien never
took place. O'Brien took cold feet.
Sam was very unlucky that way.
They all knew how good he was
and shied clear of him. I don'
think he ever got one of the big
purses, Even Jack Johnston gave
him a wide berth. At that time
two colored men, against one an-
other drew very small houses.
