Same Program Difficulty

“Many Charlottetonians have the
idea that a television transmitter
placed in the City of Halifax would
give an acceptable picture in Char-
lottetown. This I doubt very much.
In the first place, any Halifax sta-
tion would be subject tc exactly
the same program difficulty as we
have in OCharlottetown, Lacking
coaxial cable or micro-wave links,
they would have to resort to local
shows or film.

“Halifax is approximately 100
miles airline from Charlottetown,
and the signal received from a 5kw
television transmitter there would
be subject, at 100 miles, to distor-
tion resulting from fading and to
all sorts of flashes and bars across
the screen due to local interference
from fluorescent lights, electrie
shavers, vacuum cleaners, defective
transformers and from other means
of radio communication.

“The Buffalo station which is re-
cefved so well in Toronto, 60 miles
distant, is rated at about one hun-
dred thousand watts power, and fts
antennae tower reaches into the
sky to a height of at least 1,100 feet.

make no difference if the CBC
didn't operate at all.

“Of the 150 thousand odd tele-
vision receivers now stated to be
in use in Canada, at least 80 per-
cent of them were purchased In
Toronto and Southwestern Ontario
by people who ‘wish to look at the
transmissions from Buffalo, Cleve-
land, Rochester, Erie, and other
American television stations. There
were over 50,000 television receivers
in use in the City of Toronto before
the OBC transmitter was even
started. Across Lake Ontario, the
signals of the power’ul Buffalo
station have always been received
with steadiness and clarity.

Prospects For Charlottetown

“Enough of that! Let us examine
the possibility of television in our
own Charlottetown.

“First of all, if you had television,
what would you see? What local
events would you want to have
televised? How often would such
events be available for program
purposes. After thirty years of op-
erating CFCY broadcasting station
in OCharlottetown, I can assure you
that we have had little or no de-
mand for the broadcasting of events
in Charlottetown other than church
services. so you will expect national
and international events on your
local television station.

“The pictures of such events can
only come to us in two ways: (1)
by very expensive micro-wave re-
lay, or (2) coaxial cable, linking us
with the nearest American or Can-
adian network junction point. To
bring American network television
programs to Toronto, & micro-wava
link*had to be established from Buf-
fale to:Toronto and for this the
CBC paid out of the taxpayers’
money something in excess of three

Bell Telephone Company for the
establishment of such a micro-

“They also contracted to pay A
rental for the use of the micro-
wave for each and every program
transmitted over it during the years
to come. To link Toronto and Mon-
treal which is some five or six
times greater distance, the cost of
the micro-wave link will be enor-
mous. The electrical nature of ord-
inary telephone and telegraph wires

to the wide variations in frequency
necessary for the transmission .of
and from the basic
knowledge already in our posses-
sion, it seems very unlikely that
this can be changed. |

“Where possible in the United
States, a special coaxial cable has
been laid on poles or buried in the
ground, This cable is specially built
to carry the broad range of fre-
quencies of television. Its cost is
approximately fifty thousand dol-
lars per mile. Lacking micro-wave
or coaxial cable links with national
and international networks, a tele-
vision station in Charlottetown
would have to fall back upon film,
rented or purchased from inter-
national news services which were
important world  events.

‘“Personally, I have had a tele-
vision receiver for over one year at,
my home. Under abnormal atmos-
pheric conditions, mostly in the
months of April, May and June, I
have at times been able to receive
some very good pictures. These pic-
tures have come to me from as far
south as Florida, and as far west
as Chicago. Most reception has
been on channels.2, 3, 4, with oc-
casional pictures on channels 5 and
6. Absolutely nothing has ever been
received by me on higih frequency
channels 7-13. When the atmos-
pheric conditions are very abnor-
mal, channels 2, 3 and 4 Invariably
present me with two and some-
times three stations, all battling
for my television screen.
“The result is sometimes amaz-
ing, producing an effect of Bishop
Sheen In New York on channel 2
competing on my screen with per-
haps a murder mystery from Chi-~
cago or a newscaster from Mont-
real. Needless to say ther® is noth-
ing but annoyance and no enter-
tainment value from this kind of
reception.”
The speaker concluded by say-
ing 'that ‘radio station CFCY and
its technical staff are fully aware
of every television possibility and
are keeping progessively in touch
with all possible developments.
