North-South were not using the
artificial convention known as the
“Stayman convention”, and there-
fore South's three-club takeout of
the two notrump showed a club
suit, South's hope, however, was
that North would voluntarily show
whatever four-card suit he held,
and then, if the hands fitted, South
would support that suit. After rais-
ing North's three-heart bid to four
hearts, however, South'felt that he
had “nothing left”, and so he ac-
cented the contract of five clubs.

West's opening lead was the ten
of diamonds. Declarer~ ducked in
dummy—he could finesse later, if
necessary—and won with his cwn
king; then he cashed dummy's top
trumps.. When East showed out,
South was merely annoyed — he
didn't yet know that he was going
to lose the contract. He found out
soon, however Entering his own
hand with a trump, he led to tae
diamond ace (because, as he said la-
ter, he “just knew East had the
diamond queen!"™) Next, he threw
®ast in with a diamond. Unfortun-
ately, however, this did mnot get
South out of trouble—-East led his
fourth diamond, and West was
sure to make a trump trick, then or
later. The ace of spades set the con-
tract.

There were several different
methods of making 1itricks in this
hand, bubt perhaps the easiest was
to lead a spade toward the king he-
fore touching trumps. Even if the
spade ace had been wrong, Uruth
then could have ruffed dummy’s
low spade with a low trump, drawn
trumps by means of his own queen-
jack and dummy's ace-king, and
trick.
