The carnage among “big name”
seekers after the crown, to be
fought for at Baltusrol, N.J., start-
ing June 4, was heavy as more than
1,200 shotmakers trod 28 the
country over seeking qualifying
places,

The ranking upset was provided
by Lawson Little, former British
and United . States amateur king
who turned pro a few weeks ago.
The best the big Californian could
do, at Hariford, Conn., was 77-15—
152. That was three strokes more

than the total necessary to qualify
in that area,
