In the
mean time, the moderate sum of money that
will bo requisite, will be well employed in the
search, s well on account of the principal
object, as of those that must of nocessity
iliary. A supply of pure water, by means
an well wouldiof, 1iselF rapay, ihe
labour bestowed, and ther no method of
ascertaining whether this desirable end can be
effected, oxcopt by actual experiment. 1t is
always an object to find whether a country is
possessed of any mineral wealth, and the extent
ofit. Now, boring will give us that informa-
tion. It is mot impossible, but that we may
have salt, and other valuable natural produc-
tions, in tho bowels of the earth bencath our
feot.  Tho apparatus for boring, is of th sim-
lest kind, and may be either mado here, or
imported—the former would bo the preferablo
mode—and as tho chief expence is labour, it
may bo continued or suspended at pleasure.
