The practice for spraying fruit trees for
the prevention of insect and fangous pests
has, for some time, been strongly urged

by the entomologist and the borticulturist
of the Central Farm, and the subject has

| received muchatient.on at all agricultural

conventions for the last two or three years.
Experiments were inaugurated at seven
different centres in the Grimsby aud St.
Catharines districts, the unusual for-
wardness of the season preventing
operating on a Jarge scale. Peaches,
cherries and plums were treated with the
two-fold object of preventing Joss from
a fungous disease, causing the fruit to rot
on the tree, and insect attacks. Apples

and pears have also for some years past
being seriously injured by “spotting” and
“cracking,” due to the presence of fnn-
guous disease, and by the attacks of cod-
ling moths and cureulio. These were
spraye! with the hope that the injuries
caused by the pests mentioned might be
greatly lessened. For early spraying, be-
fore the buds open, copper sulphate, 1 1b.,
dissolved in 25 gallons of water, is used.
The next application is made just before
the blossoms open, with dilute Bordeaux
mixture, This is prepared by dissolying
4 pounds of copper sulphate in as many
gallons of water. The lime is then added
to the copper sulphate solution, and the
whole diluted with water to 45 gallons, or
the capacity Of an ordinary coal)-oil barre).
The thiwl spraying should take place

immediately after the blossoms have fal-
len and the fruit has set. Bordeaux mix-
ture is used as before, with the addition of
4 ounces of Paris green to prevent the at-
tacks of icaf-eating insects; another appli-
cation of the samme mixture should be
made three weeks later.

Copper carbonate is recommended for  
‘three weeks later. This is prepared by
dissolving 5 ounces or copper carbonatein
two quarts of ammonia, and diluting with
45 gallons of water. The treatment just
outlined is reconimended for pears, apples
and grapes. In spraying the stone fruits
the quantity of Paris green is reduced
to 3 ounces per barrel of  wat-
er, as the foliage is more susceptible to in-
jary. Explicit instructions for the use
and preparation of these mixtures ha+e been
forwarded to eachfruit grower, as well as
information regarding the best kinds of
spraying appratus. It has already been
demonstrated that the quality of the Fam-
euse apple, so largely grown in Quebec, can

be profitably improved,andits value much
enhanced by the judicious use of the mix-
tures mentioned above, and it is to be re}
gretted that the recommendations regard-
ing spraying, so freely disseminated from
the Experimental Farm, have not been
more generally apopted.

NOT A MONOSYLLASIC LANGUAGE.

Chinese Made Up of 60,000 Characters Not

Ditticuli to Learn,

There are abont 60,000 characters in the
Chinese language proper, but the average
Chinaman no more learns all of those

characters than the every-day person

in this country learns the 100,000 wordsin

 

the English language. The Chinaman,
however, Jearns on the average more
than we in a similar position in life
A Chinaman who can neither read nor
write is a rarity, according to the New
York Evening Post. Chinese is not a mono
syliabie language, as many suppose, andit

ia impossible to utter in Chinese any but the
short st sentences in monosylisbles. In
writing, the Chinaman makes one compli
eated but integral character for each word,

but that word may be properly spoken in
two, three or fear syllables, is syliables
are divided by no lenger intervals than are
his words, and that is what makes th:
language sound to a foreigner like a sing
song jargon. We do nct know whether h«

is telling a story or attemptinga song.
The Chinese perhaps thinks the same thing
of an American, who bites off his words

nd swallows them, or te.escopes one into
the other. Business men thrownin con
tact with Chinese merchants who speak
pure Chinese say that itis not dificult to
learn. Instead of twenty-six letters, not
including the tseless &, the Chinese have
500 or 600 syllables, and these are com
bined into various forms to make the 60,
000 words in their ‘‘dictionary.” These
syllables vary in meaning according to the
tone in which they are spoken or the
strokes used in writing them,
