deemed by the neediest placeman or most ambitious lover
of power to be one peculiarly enviable at -the  présent junc-
ture,
Tlie announcement of a change in its commercial policy
fotir months since, by the present government, made by its
propositions to equalise somie of our ‘colonial duties, .and-to
alter the fiscal sysiem existent in ‘some of our more impor-
tant dependencies, led the trading ‘world to expect the im-
portant proposals which followed; aud thus the powers and
energies of our trade and comnierce were comparativly sus-

conflicting opinions upon this subject shall bave proclaimed
the course wherein they may again be exercised without the
hazard of mere speculation or the risk of heavy loss. -This
cause of commercial eollapse, tozether with the oiher and
extrinsic sources of the déclinelofour  imports and exports,
bave produced a crisis in the trading and finaneial existence
of this country, the impending evil results of which will de-
:mand the most enlightened views of government,carried into

Looking beyond the domestic difficulties which must thus

twelve months! Apparently tranquil overhead, the horizon
of our political relations abroad is murky with dark. and evil
and threatening tendencies;which will soon, if not dissipated
by the strong hand of successful ability, impend with fearful
weight oyer all the best interests of Great Britain. The ele-
ments of strife, in appearance resolved into tranquillity inthe

with greater power for evil, unless their purpose  be
anticipated.. In China, our relations, as destruetive tousin a
suspended state as ifaltogether broken off; are at presental -
most hopelessly situated, by means of the sluggishness and
inabilty of the instruments employed by the executive to re-
store them. In the west, there is mueh to.fear; much to be-
ware of, much that requires delicate treatment in order to

task of the government of great- Britain will" for some time
be one by no means enviable ? .

With regard, then, to affairs at bame, more especially the
wants of the national treasury, there naturally -exists much
anxiety to know by ‘what means the purse of the country is
to he reeruited, should a conservative administration come
into'power.
