STRAWBERRY CULTURE.
A Capltal Pamphlet Recently Prepared by
Prof. John Craig,

A pamphlet on strawberries recently
issued by the Central Experimental Farns
contains very much valuable advice to
growers and connoisseurs of this delicious
fruit. The pamphlet was prepared by Mr.
John Craig, the Farm horticulturist and
records the results of experiments con-
ducted by him during the past few years,
Mr. Craig deals with the new varieties, the
qualities of good berries,and the culture of
the berries. During the past ten years the
areaof strawberrv cultivation has very great-
ly increased. Many places at one time con-
s{dered unsuitable have proved to be xood
centres for berry cultivation. This has
been particularly noticeable in the Ottawa
district. The centres in Outario for the
fruit are Picton, in Prince Edward County,
along the St. Lawrence nver, and the
eastern shores of Lake Ontario. it

Mr. Craig has over two hundred varieties
under his contrel at the Farm and his
advice as to treatment applies to all seasons
of the year. The pamphlet contains a
sumber of illustrations showing the proper
ways of planting and also the effects of
blight and rust. Remedies are also given
so that to professional or amateur the
