BUENOS AIRES (AP)_Pres
ident Arturo Frondizi sped to
Government House early today
as his fouryear regime ap-
peared to be {ottering under re-
newed pressure from Argen
tina’s military leaders

His post-midnight dash came
after followers of exiled dicta
tor Juean Peron launched a na
tional strike.

The Peronists were making a
last-ditch move to regain elec-
tion triumphs that Frondizi
wiped out al the command of
the nation's military bosses.

Frondizi was host at a glit-
tering banquet for Britain's vis-
lting  Prince Philip while top
military leaders were meeting
across town to discuss what ap-
peared to be a final decision on
whether to force Frondizi out.
