“A young man, who was once a pupil

of mine, and who is very well versed in

American history and of lively imigina-

tion, was my first subject. Having
occasion to pas® a week in his com-
pany at a country place. I told him

that T would like him to spend a few
hours of every day of the week in recit-
ing within my hearing an account of
American history from memory, to an
extent about as great as that of four
Looks of the lliad for each of the six

days. My roung friend asked me to
give him an hour to think of the
task thus imposed upon him and to

promise him that nc one but his old
professor should be within sight.

“At noon of the first day we were out
in the woods, seated upon logs that
fronted each other, and with our backs
resting against living trees, He be-
gan his task. At first he sat on the
log, but within a half hour he stood
erect as he spoke and gave evidence
of the deepest interest in his theme.
He opened with a rapid survey of the
maritime adventures of the latter part
of the 15th eentury, recounted sundry
tales of the Norsemen and the Portu-
guese, told of the voyages in quest of
the unknown, sketched scenes or in-
cidents of tradition or romance, pictur-
ed various ¢haracters who had played
their parts, approached the times of
Christopher Columbus, whose person-
ality he touched upon, and at last got
to the point where the Italian navigator
has hoisted his sails and set out upon
his wondersome vovage. What I may
call the first book of my young friend's
American offhand epie closed with Col-
umbus upon the stage. He had spent
fully two hours in telling that part
of the tale, which must have been about
as long as the first four books of Hom-
er's Iliad. He got warmed up at times,
as he stood upon the ground or mounted
his log, as he gesticulated or changed
the inflection of his voice to suit the
circumstance. His language seems to
be rhythmical at places, and he turned
his periods well. Now, it may with per-
fect fairness be said that this young
man had, in the course of his studies in
previous years, memoralized the whole
of the story which he narrated in my
bearing that day. How else could he
have known it ? I recognized as I went
ulong passages a-plenty that were of
the nature of transcripts from the
books of the historians which b~ stud-
fed. I had to smile frequently as
I recognized his reproductions of the
opinions or even the words of many
a historical writer with whom I was
more familiar than he was. His me-
mory had served him as well as
that of the ancient reciters of the Iliad
had served them. And it did not seem
to we that the memory of the latter
needed to be any greater than his
proved to be when put on trial. Why
could he not have learned to recite the
Iliad literally by the exercise of the
same mental power that enabled him to
render the narrative which I had
heard ? I must think that my old
master, Max Muller, would revise at
least one of his opinions if I were able
to tell him of the experiments that I
have made with young men in the use
of the memory.

“Our second day in the woods,” con-
tinued the New York professor, “cover-
ed about as much as four more books
of the length of Homer's. Now Colum-
bus breasted the waves, descried the
sought-for land, met the natives there-
of, raised the cross, and got glimpses of
things that amazed his soul. My young
friend’s portion of the epic for that
day was even better than that of the
previous day, and 1 encouraged him by
clapping my hands at some of his pas-
sages as I sat upon the log.

*“We proceeded with the appointed
task upon each of the ensuing four
days. He told of the early French and
¥'nglish navigators who sailed the seas
that lave our shores ; he ranged over
the primitive setlements in Massachu-
setts, Virginia and elsewhere ; ran
tkrough our colonial history, stopping
here or there to give his fancy a chance
to play, and brought up more charac-
ters than Homer ever knew. It must
have been largely through my young
friend’s memory—was it not ?—that he
was able to continue this epic. Our
third day's and our fourth day's tales
were told within the allowed two hours
for each day.

“Our fifth day gpened with the great
figure of George Washington in the
background, and even Homer had not a
character to equal him. My young
friend portrayed the American hero, re-
counted his achievments, and described

the chief scenes of the revolution,
mingling his narrative with incidents
not less picturesque than those of

the Iliad. He closed the day with the
Revolution triumph, with Washington
as the first President, and with the
young republic preparing for its des-
tiny. It was the best of all our days
thus far. My young friend had been
el P .

Turkish Press Censorship.

The more enlightened and educated
classes, finding that the papers in their
own country contained no useful in-
formatior news, subscrited to the
i journals ; but not many of
were allowed to be delivered ;

A few of the natives
subscribed to the English, French, and
other European papers. These, being
i1 foreign languages, are allowed to en-

ter, but almost every week telegraphic
orders arrive from Constantinople
crdering the Governors to pre-
vent the delivery of such and
such a paper. Once when the
fcreign mail arrived at Beyrout

ile newspapers were not delivered, and
soon aft the Governor, accompanied
by spective Consuls, visited the
Eritish and Austrian post-offices. The
doors were locked, and they were closet-
ed within for some hours. The Gover-
3 took every y of The Times,
Stundard and Daily News and cut there-
from with a peir of scissors half a
column, which contained a graphic ac-
count of the atrocities committed on the
Armenians. This was done in persu-
ence of strict telegraphic orders from
Constantinople. The act itself was bad
enough, but how the Ambas sadors
should have so far connived at it is in-
explicable ; and it is somewhat doubtful
whether the Foreign Offices in London
or Vienna had any knowledge of the
occurrence..

In every town of the Empire there
is a branch oflice called the “Court ~*
Tublic Instruction.” Whenever any
Furopean publication arrives it is taken
immediatcly to this court, where it is
carefully examined. Those that contain
nothing objectionable are delivered ;
but such as do not meet the approval
of the learned council are committed to
the flames in their presence. About
four years ago an English encyclopedia
reached the Custom House at Beyrout.
Owing to its enormous size and the im-
poesibility of wading through the whole
number of volumes, the one containing
the letter “M” was turned up and the
article on Mohammed carefully perus-
ed. It would have afforded consider-
able amusement to have been present
on that occasion, for as a rule Turkish
cfficials do not excel in linguistic attain-
ments, and the censor himself generally
knows no language but his own. Ima-
gination therefore plays a prominent
part in the direction of the public af-
fairs of Turkey. The erudite members
of the council then assembled solemnly
declared that that particular volume of
the encyclopedia contained matter unfit
fc1 the reading of the subjects of the
“Crown of Ages and the Pride of All
Countries.” It was consequently burn-
ed, and the remaining volumes deliver-
ed.—Nineteenth Century.
