sad Drowning Aeccident.

Ar ten minutes to six o'clock on Satupr.
day evening last, while Frederick Woods,
aged about thirteen, in company with a
number of other boys, was learning to swim,
off the railway wharf, he suddenly became
alarmed or tovk a cramp, and, before any
help could be obtained, he was drowned.
The facts of the case are stated as follows :
Freddie was learning to swim. In the
company of Harry Lappin and John
Skinner, he started for the wharf to make
the attempt to swim back. The chosen
place was where the dredge had dug the
dock out, leaving a bank on the other side.
The idea of the boys was to swim across the
hole, rest and come back again. They swam
across and the other two swam back; but
Woods was afraid. At last he made
the attempt ; and, when about the middle,
he began kicking wildly and erying for
help. The other two thought he was joking

and took we notice of him until he
sank. Then they ran and told
4 man who was working on the

wharf that a boy was drowpning ; but he,
thinking they wanted to hoax him, paid no
attention to him. They then went fo
another man, Joseph Enman, who, when
he was told what had happened, imme-
diately ran to the side of the wharf and
went down the ladder. After finding
shere the boy had suuk, he dived three
times for him, touching the lad’s body
every time, but was unable to bring him'to
the surface. By this time a large number
of people had appeared on the scene, each
one devising some different means for rais-
ing the body. After grappling for three
hours for the body of the unfortunate lad,
Mr. Jefferson Gardiner, of the railway
machine shop, succeeded in bringing the
body up with a grapnel, which was made
by lashing four codfish hooks to a long iron
rod. When the body was raised it was
laid on the wharf and the mud washed off
it. 1t was then wrapped in a sheet and
takew fo his mother’s residence. His
father, m was in Summerside at the time
of the accident, was immediately telephoned
for.

Governmental Regret.

The
Newfoundland authorities express great re-
gret that one of their officials should have
laid the Government open to a breach of
faith against the Dominion.

Collecting Debts!

Mode of

Tre New World Uniform Collecting Co.,
Head Office for Canada in Toronto, has
opened a branch at Charlottetown. The plan
of operation is as follows :

Business men may become members by
paying $10. Then they can have their ac-
counts collected in the usual manner, but
with a system that insures no one being
omitted or forgotien. If, after repeated
applications, with no effect, a notice is sent
to the debtor that, if the account be not

New

paid by & certaiy date, a uniformed
collector will pay him a vwisit. The
collector wears a blue uniform, glis-
tening with  brass  buttons, and

if he fails to get the money the first time,
he promises to appear again. After three
calls, he comes before the delinquent with
a badge ypon his hat, reading ** Collector
of Bad Debts.” This generally brings the
money. If not, he goes on callipg until
a settlement of the account be made, the
creditor paying a percentage on amount
collected.

The company do not make it a business
to prosecyte sick or distressed people, who,
by their afftiction, are unable to pay: but
trust to the good scnse of the merchant
not to inflict annoyance on the helpless,
bat who, in justice to their own families,
will not be impgsed upon by tough custom-
ers and those who can, but won’t pay.

Another much-needed want is supplied
by the facilities afforded to members for
recovering bad debts from parties who have
left the Island, but who may now be in a
position to satisfy their obligations.
