It has beey
found necessary to confront a larger amcant of
cool reason than was auticipated, and the dis-
covery has been made that it is easicr to raise »
sens«less ery than (o find the requisite number of
senseless dupes to tuke tup. Men most be
thoughtless indeed to have not asked themselves:
bow the country is to coutinue to bear the eruel
taxation it endures at jresemt—the deprivation of
weans for its most urgent wants, and the cmploy-
went of these very weans in feeding a gigantie
pauperism. It must he seen that even were wer
asked to make the exchange of tlis paralysing
and deadly tax for one solight as to be practical-
ly unfelt, we ought gladly to close with an offer so.
plaiuly in our favor. It has also perhaps occured
to most of us that our neighbours of the other
Colonies are not one whit fonder of taxation than

loads on theirown shotiders for the sake of mak-
ing us share thew.  All, too, who have read the
Despateh of Mr. Cardwell have observed how
ewphatically the British Governwent opposed the
idea of any appreciable increase of taxes under
the Union; and the groundlessness of the fears
eutertained on this head has mn one way and
another been incouveniently exhibited. Hence
the trial of another ghost story about the Militia
to be raised here, and the bones of our prople
that are to bleach, under the Union, in toreign
soil ! Suarely this doleful lament will do e ap-
pointed work, however the * tax” alarm way
have falled! Such has been the caleulation of
those who pour it forth, but we doubt that it has

pretence woich preceded 1. Few are ignoraut
enongh uot to know, iu the fiest place, that the
idea of a Militia foree in this colony is the most
palpable absurdity, and that even where a Militia
can be, and is, established, it is not removable
agaist its own consent.  But the marithme oe-
cupations of our people forbid the thought of it
lieve, aud it is simply 1dle to controvert self-evi-
dent nonsense.

Happily the time is not far distunt when this
Coufederation question wust be determined by
apter and more respectable means than those that
have hitherto been thought good euough to op-
pose to it.  'We ean desire nothing wmore than a
fair and full discussion of its true werits, and
that wisrepresentation should be justly met and
exposed.  This we believe to be all that is re-
| quired to place the subjoct in its true light, and
! to enable all interested i the issue to arrive at a
| correct estimate of the interest they hold in the
| proposed measure. The sense and judgment of the
| country, through its Legislature, will then make
| linal election of our future destiny.

ON COXNFLDERATION.

My Dear Sir,—
In reply to your communication of this date, T
beg to state that 1 took ne notes of the obserya-
tions I made at the last examination of the youth
of St. Bouvaventure’s College. I distnetiy re-
member, bowever, that among dther arguments I
used to impress on parents and scholars the ne-
cessity of education, one was, that aceording to
the tendeney of the age a union of all the British
North American Provinces would take place, if
not immediately, by the foree of eircumstances in,
a few years; and that such 2 union would have
au extraordinary ivfluence on the rising genera-
ton in Newfoundland.  People were in the habit
of saying that education of a high class was use-
less in this eonntry, as the field was too lunited.
I repudiated that idea altogether. Newfound-
landers were not confined to this Island,—the
British Ewpire ard the States were open to them.
Wherever the English  language was spoken
there was an opening for an educated Newfound-
lander. But independently of that, the Confede-
ration of the Provivees would open up a home-
market for edueativn and talent,—a wmarket
mereasing every year, and of whichg e can form
no coneeption.  The Bar, tor example, would be
open to all: the Central Legislature would open
up a great field for political ability, ~the Lighest
offices of the law aud the govermwent would be
vpen to Newloundlanders as well as to Canadians
or Nova Scotians,—and I hope that they would
be found perfectly qualified by education to take
their places, side by side, with their fellow-Con-
federates, and compete for the prizes the Coufe-
deration would hold out to them, on terms of
perfect equality. I sincerely believe that they
could do so, as from my experieace, 1 considered
that the youll of this country have as fine talents
and as great ai adaptability for learniug as [ have
seen in any part of the world ; and that I never
saw in any part of Europe boys aquit themsels es
better, (and in wany cases not so well) than they
did at the preparatory examinations and the pre-
sent exhibition. This, as far as I recollect, was the
substance of the remarks I made on the fact, im-
mediate or prospective, of the Provineial Confe-
deration.  On the commercial advantages, the
amelioration of our condition, or the prospective
development of our resources by the Confedera-
tion, 1 wade no observation.  This will be amply
discussed, 1 hope, by those better qualified to offer
an opinion on the subject than
