“Superintendent of Elections Ed-
ward J. Logan sald Mrs. Hamill’s
vote would be counted if it had
been sent to the auditor's office.

“‘A person who has voted an
absentee ballot before a notary
public has already voted’, Logan
said.

“Mrs. Hamill had lived in Seat-
tle since September 17, 1892, A
native of Prince Edward Island,
she came to the United States in
Maine when she was 2 years old.
Her husband, Edward, a shingle
mill filer, died 25 years ago.

“Surviving besides her son is a
grandson, Patrick, of Sedro Wool-
ley, Wash,, and a granddaughter,
Mrs. Stanley Relyea of Sunny-
side, Wash.

“Rosary services for Mrs. Hamill
were held at 8 pim. Tuesday, No-
vember 4th, Requiem Mass was
sald at St. James’ Cathedral at 9
am. the followihg morning, with
burial at Calvary Cemetery.
