O hert
thought moss from the skull of an hones,
man who had not been bung might answers
which would be, in our wild and wilk-and-
water era, a more coavenicntdoetrine. Tuere
was & long and learned discussion as to wue-
ther it was necessary that the ointment,
while being compounded, should be stirred

¢ with a murderer’s knife, So ewmincnt a
writer as Vao Helmoot tells us that Dr.
Godonius wys so niee in his preseriptions,
that he would use ouly the moss gatbered
off the skull of a mzn of three leiters; but
that Van He'mont intimates, was being
“‘more nice than wise.” At that period,
moss from dead men’s sknils was kept by all
apothecaries, properly uscorted and labelled,
no doubt, to suit all customers. It is to be
boped that the druggists of that day were
as serupulous as our own, in keeping
genuine and unaduiterated medicines,
