JAM-CAKE TARTS

The jam and deliciously lemon-
flavored cake batter go into shells
of raw pastry and even the coco-
nut sprinkled on top is added be-
fore any baking is done. The cake
part is close, rich and delicious—
naturally, the pastry should be
squally good.

Yield—12 deep tarts of average
vize.

Pie paste.

1 cup once-sifted pastry flour or

7s cup once-sifted all-purpose

flour

1 teaspoon baking powder
% teaspoon salt

6 tablespoons butter or marga-

rine .

% cup fine granulated sugar

1 egg, well beaten

1 teaspoon grated lemon rind
L teaspoon vanilla

1 tablespoon lemon juice

1 tablespoon milk

Thick flavorful jam
Desiccated coconut.

Line 12 deep tart pans (apout
2!; inches in diameter) with
rolled-out pie crust.

Measure and sift together twice,
the flour, baking powder, and salt.

Cream the butter or margarine;
gradually blend in the sugar. Add
the well-beaten egg, a little at a
:ime, beating well after each ad-

dition; stir in lemon rind and
vanilla.
