Resettling the mountain-lov-
ing, illiterate and deeply-reli-
gious Tibetans under conditions
0 vastly different has posed
some knotty problems for the
Indian authorities.

MOVED TO FARMS

After a number of surveys
the Indian government has be-
gun seitling the refugees in
agricultural colonies. More than
2,000 have been moved to My-
sore state in South India. My-

There are also plans for start-
ing “little Tibets” in some of
\Olm higher Himalayan vnlleys
| Consisting of 75 families each,
these villages will be lel[cvn»
tained.

Some 2,000 Tibetans now are
learning usefu! handicrafts such
|as_electro-plating, shoe-making |
|and tailoring. Fifty Tibetan
girls are being trained as
nurses.

LAMAS POSE PROBLEM

The toughest problem is that
of rehabilitating refugee lamas
or monks. More than 2,000 Ti-
betan priests have managed to
slip through to the Indian side
of the Himalayan frontier. Most |
|of them are passionately at- |
tached to their age-old monastic
{way of life. For them, the|
modern world of scientific
schools and_eir-conditioned fac- |
tories has no attraction.

Two lama camps have been
organized at Buxa and Dal-
housie. There life goes on in
the traditional way. Prayer
bells and the chanting of
Buddhist hymns fill the air.

Tibetology sections have been
started in four Indian universi-
ties and refugee monks have
been offered fellowships.
