ducted by Rev. D. A Campbell. |

choir of Kensington with Rev. L.
M. Murray at the organ, the,
service opened with the congrega-|
tion singing, “Unto the Hills", |
tollowed by prayer by Mr. Camp-
bell. The scripture lesson was read |
by Rev. L, M. Murray, the ]esson{
from Hebrews 11 and 12. Fol-|

Jowing the singing of “O God ot
lLove, O King of Peace” a timely
and thought-provoking address !

was delivered by Rev. G. S. Stev-
ens, who first commended the peo- |
ple of the surrounding communi=
ties for their faithfulness in per-|
petuating the memory of their
dead in this annual service of wor-!
ship and praise.

Mr, Stevens referred to the old|
prophecy foretelling the day when
“nation shall not lift up sword|
against nation” and went on to
say that as the lmplements of war
shall be refashioned to make im-|
plements of peace, so shall theref
be a new and higher heroism, re-|
cognized for the saving rather than|
the taking of human life. Elabora-|
ting on the theme, the speaker |
described a painting representing |
Peace which showed a cannon,!
wasting and rusting away. He said
the prophets picture of Peace]
was more beautiful for in it the,
instruments of war were trans-l
formed into instruments for new
and better service”. The fact that
conflict and strife may be stirred
up by trifling and amazing things |,
was illustrated by a number of|
incidents. N \’

the Armistice was signed a i
vears ago, “it was hoped that
great era foretold by the prophet
might be ushered: in, but in spite}
of the present. conflict now raging|
in Korea, 1 belleve the day will
come when peace shall cover the
earth”. An encouraging example
of peace between nations, is the
statue, well-known as “The Christi
of the Andes.” It was made of melt--
