Canada’s Example

In his evidence last year before
the special defense committee,
Lieut.

In
the first eleven months of last year
we sold Japan $262 million worth of
products, buying only $117 million
worth in return.

Since 1956 Japan has “volun-
tarily” limited the exports of eight
kinds of goods to Canada in order
to avoid disturbing the domestic
market (which really means dis-
turbing domestic manufacturers).
The items include textiles, stainless
steel tableware, transistor radios,
plywoods, radio and TV tubes, pol;
ester buttons, and footwear.

With a government in Ottawa
dedicated to freeing trade, are the
Japanese to be permitted to send us
more of these items which they
make so well and cheaply? Not a
chance. On the contrary, according
to the Japanese foreign office,
Canada has asked Japan to reduce
its 1964 voluntary quotas in these
categories.

Japan has indicated that it will
reject this request. Canada can re-
act, of course, by imposing restrict-
jon on Japanese imports without re-
sorting to the fiction of “voluntary
quotas.” But if we do, Japan may
also play the same game—with our
wheat, among other things.
