4. Lower the braling on
windy side in wet weather.

5. Loosen all guy ropes the min-
ute rain begins.

6. Sleep with elther the tent door
open or the brailing up.

7. See that all your tent pegs are
kept well hammered in,

8. Never touch the tent roof dur-
ing rain. It will leak where you
touched it.

9. Don't wait until the first rain-
storm to trench your tent.

10. Keep your tent wgll set. es-
pecially during wet weather when
the canvag is likely to get stretch>c
out of shape.
