An Intoresting Relioc.

A gentleman conneetea with tho Abyssi-
nian expedition, writing from Artiherat
on March 22, says —**At Goom Gouoman [
saw a most intercsting relie, one of the
oldest Christian chuvrches in the world,
But [ had to undergo a great deal of phy-
sieal L:bour to veach it. The church is
situate in the clelt of an almost inaccessi-
ble rock, and accovding to our guide, was
at one time a fort. It is surrounded with
graves—some cut of the rock, somu bnilg
in the crevices, Near the entrance thero
were two Hat slabs or stones, hung upon
the top of a pole, which, when struck by
a wooden mallet, cave a elatter or sound
which answered for a bell to call the eon-
gregation.  The chureh is a long, narrow,
tow building, divided into three divisions,
the walls were covered with representati-
ons of our Saviour, the Virgin Mary, thae
twelve Apostles, and battle scenes, very
like Kitto's Bible illustrations, ‘There was
a font cut out of the natural rock, and full
of the most delicious wates, and wo woere
compelled by our guide to bow bhelore
this tont—the legend being that a St. Li-
banus, whei the people were perishing
for want ol water at one time, strack the
rock, and immediately the water gushed
out, : nd has continued to run ever since.
But the most wonderlul thing of all was
three volumes, supposed to be the oldest
edition of the Bible, written in Lthiopian,
The leaves are tied together with pieces
of eallskin, and although so very old the
Bible looks beautiful and fresh. A person
is to work trying to translate the Bible, to
see il it will throw any additional light on
the historieal pavts of our Bible.
