National Harbors
Shows Increase

OTTAWA, Feb, 22—(CP)—Trat-
fic at Canada’s national harbors
increased during 1950, the Trans-
port Department reported yester-
day.

‘Both the number and the regis-
tered tonnage of vessels were
higher, and there was a gain of
eight per cent .in total cargo
handled.
