They
say the spores were probably
picked up from infected plants and
bushes in central Kansas and Neb.
raska and carried northward by
l;ixh southeast winds around June
The spores do not necessarily
mean damage. Dry weather could
prevent them from developing, but
plant scientists say they pose a se-
rious threat to this year's grain
crop. Cold, rainy weather has de-
layed crop growth, giving the rust
more time to develop.
