A Laige Representation.

The meeting held in the Court House,
Georgetown, on Friday, the 9h instant,
was attended by a large representation of
the influer tial men of the County.

SueriFF McCorMACK read the invitation
requesting him to call the meeting, and his
notice appointing the present time and
place for that purpose, and snggested the
appointment of a chairman and secreiary.

On moti-n of Hon. D Gordon, seeonded
bv Arch. J. MeDonald, E-q., Shenff Mec-
Cormack was appointed chairman, and the
undersigned secretary.

SHERIFF McCorMaCK, taking the
chawr, said that he uuderstcod the object
of the wmeeting was to request from the
Domivion Government a fuifi ment of the
Terms of Confederation in respect to the
matter of Winter Communication. He
said that Kirg’e County was always first
in demanding the rights of the people, as
witness the agit tion respecting the Land
Question; ana he hoped the present agita-
tion would be as successful as that had
been.

Arce. J. McDo~Natp, Esq, M. P. P.,
said that he was not among those who had
signed the invifa‘ion for h lding the meet-
ing, and he expccted that some of those
g nilen.en would be jrepared with resolu-
tions to submit on the important question
we bad met to discnss. While wanting tor
these res lutions, h= would like to &allude
to a petition he Me d in his hand, that had
been ecirculated through the County for
signatures, and with some sections of which
he disagreed.. He paricularly obj cted to
t] e section asking for a larger boat than
the ** Nocthern Light,” t» ply during the
fall betwsen Charlottetown and Pictoun,
and when that was not feasible to run from
Georgetown. He considered that the same
difticuity will be found with a larger boat
as was experienced the first winter with
the ‘‘Nortnern Light,’ the services of
which boat wonld have  been -loit to the
conutry, if it had not b®a_for the energy
and push of Mr. S-well. the builder; and
he believed a similar diflicnlty would be
found with another experimental boat,

He
said that in & evking on this qu +tion he
would proba ly have to condemn both
political part.es, but considered that in a
matter that so intimately efiects our whole
people, party shonld stand aside. In our
terms of confed:ration wvothing is said
abont navigaiion, the men who formed
these terms did not know whether the
terms could be carried out by navigation,
the terms were steam communication, and
that «flicient. Some say only mails are
included in these terms, but he considered
freight to be induded as well, and that

we must ask for their folflment. . Ten
years have passed and it is now
too late to say the y cannot be
carried out. Wil Messrs. Laird and

Havthorne say that the Terms were not
intended to be carried ont, will Messrs.
Haviland or Howlan say that they were not
expected to be performed when the ¢ n'ract
was made, We not only have a hold on the
Dominion Government, but also on the
British Government ; and he eonsidered
the honor and faith of Great Britsin sre
pledged to their fuilfilment. Every effort
will be made to induce us to aceept some
thing 1 s8 than our econtract, as was
attempted to be dove in Bmtish Columbia
whin the Domivion Government sent Mr.
Edcar to interview the people of that
Province. He censuwred Mr L, H. Davies
for his statement at Cape Traverse : *‘that
it was unreasonable and silly to ask for the
literal fuifilment of our Terms.  And also
the Don inion members who were present
and did not check him (Mr.D.) for doing

so. His honest opiniin was, that we
wonld have bien ltetter «ff without the
“Northern L ght,” for then so many

pecple woald not have been disappointsd
as is the case this winter  When British
Columnbia was asked to join the Upion, they,
like ourselves, were isolated from the other
provinees; but on aceount of that isolation
being removed they consented to join,
When, after two years. they fonnd the
o inion Government did not intend ful-
filing their contract, they sent a delegation
to England ; the consequence is that the
Terms of Union with British O Jumbia are
being fulfilled at a cost of over §100,000 000,
The pepulation of British Columbia at that
time was not over 10,000 ; and he saw no

reason ‘why our Terms should w»ot
be as ljterally carried out when we
have over 100,000 of a  popvlation.

If it can be demonstrated that it is utterly
impossible to carry out our tepms, let the
Dominion Government come to us with
their proposition. Althongh he had said
he would not take £500,000 a year in lien
of the fulfilment of our terms, yet he would
not object to a like sum for a term of years,
but not as a quit claim for our terms. A
tunnel has been spoken of, but not by him,
and be conld see no reason why a tunnei
msy not be carried out. Tunnels are being
built and projected in different parts of the
world, and a tunpel for this Island would
not cost the one-tenth of what it has cost

to carry out the Terms with British
Colombia. Tt is estimated the tunnel
across the Straits of Dover will cost

$40 000.000, and if that is so $10,000,000
will build a tunnel from this Island to New
Brunswick. The surplus of the Domihi n
Treasury in expected to amount to §11 000.-
(00 for the present year. and that will he
over what our tunnel will cost. The fulfil-
ment of the Terms of Confederation with
British Colunmbia has a tendency to take
away our young men, they have no induce-
ment to stay amongst us, as we have no
manufacturing induostries, and he congidered
we had a large claim on the Dominion Gov-
errment for so long depriving us of our
rights. He hoped. we wounld not hamper
our claims on the Dominion G.vernment
by any special claims, but ask for a literal
fulfilment of them. (Loud Cheers.)

Mgr. JouN HANLEY said he was induced
to settle in Georgetown because he thought
we would have daly commnviestion with
Pictou, N. §. He thought there were good
men on the lsland, and they should get
their rights,

Hox. D Gorpon said that when the
highest officer in the connty is asked.to call
a meeting something of importance mnst be
agitating the people. Since we entered
Confederation our steam communication
has not been what it should be, and of the
ten years the last bas been the worst.  Our
taxes have regularly been exacted and he
did not consider we were being treated
fairly. Mr. McKenzie (late Promier of
Canada’ says the Island Terms have been
fairly carried ont, but he could not see how
thry were unless 1t was as scientific men
telis us that in the course of time the bar-
riers of the great lakes will burst and that
the Island will be either wath-d away or
that the debris will form a connection for
us with the mawland. He considered the
resolumiion before the meeting worthy of
support.

. Mu~ro, Esq , agreed with the speakers
who preceded him aud also believed the
Dowinion Government was no! very
snxious to given us better accommodation.
