Golds was the only section
ahead on index, adding a few dec-
imal point gain. Base metals and
western oils were down a point.

Golds made a recovery in index
in closing trading but changes
were small. Five cent gains went
to Giant Yellowknife, Ma-zssa
and MacLeod. McIntyre lost 3% of
a point to 76%.°

Among other mines Steep Rock
was a 20-cent winner at $9.90, but
most other issues were easier.
Quarter-point losses went to Lab-
rador, Hudson’s Bay Mining and
Consolidated Mining.

Western oils slipped lower but
the profit taking that hit in the
first two sessions was easier and
few losses were more than 15
cents.
