Father H. Grippins Honcharenk, a
Russian exile, known at San Francisco as
the Patriot Priest, is the priacivle auihor
itv for the statement that 22,000 Kues an
Hebrews, all men of wealth, have been
exiled by the czar and
America, and & large propo:tion of them
intend to settle on the Pacific
rayvs Lhe ukase will go into effect October
23 of our calendar. His infosmation, he
#ays, comes direct from Russia and is
authoritative. No news of it, he says, has
vet reached London, Paris or New York.
The ukase is aimed at the wealihiest class
of Russian Hebrews. No details of their
coming are oltainable, but the report is
reditel here. Father Honcharenk is a
well known and reputable resident of
Hayward+, Alamela county, and, thouzh
not & Hebrew, Le is in close connection
and wympathy with Hebrew and other
exiles from Russia
