accidents, Dr. Gustafson noted
that where violence has produced
extensive changes in an individual,

the teeth often are the only means
of identification. He cited cases in
which teeth are the sole clues
found to identify a victim or crim-
inal, “particularly in connection
with fights in which teeth have
been knocked out.”

Dr. Gustafson's formula to show
the age of the individual is based
on a number of ts of
many changes in the teeth con-
nected with age, with allowance
made for error, as contrasted with
previous methods that have taken
into account only single changes.
These changes are based on (a)
the wearing down of tooth sur-

faces as the result of chewing, (b)
changes in the gum structure, (c)
changes—increase or decrease —of
the tissues (dentin and enamel)
around a tooth in cases of decay
or disease of the tooth, (d)
changes in bony tissue at the root
of the tooth arrd resorption of de-
gree of destruction of the struc-
tures surrounding the pulp (nerves
and blood vessels), (e) transpare
ency of the root, which increases
with age.

The estimation of the age of an
individual from a tooth or-_te:th
can be very important for idenu-

fication purposes,
