In “The Journal of the American

asthmaticus—is due to overmedica-
tion, too mueh medicine given or
taken by the patient in an effort
to stop coughing and loosening up
of the small branches of the bron-
ehial, which, of course, kept the
mucous always present, Some cases
were caused by not eating enough
food, which can be readily under-
stood in the case of a boxer trying
to keep down his weight.

As epinephrine is not usually -ef-
fective in status asthmaticus, Dr.
Piness suggests that, as patient has
had little nourishment previous to
attacks, intravenous administration
by the drip method of 5 per cent
dextrose in distilled water should
be maintained continuously, or re-
peated at three to six hour inter-
vals. The average patient will re-
quire 3 to 5 liters (a liter is about
» quart) injected into a vein in
24 hours. Iodine is suggested to
keep mucous in a liquid condition
The hospital room should be dust-
proof.
