partizaush'p i< so strong that they wiil

vot s for the r party cand date however
bad for th country ths policy he sup-
ports it is foctunate, however, that the
wajori:y of our peopls are not built on
such lines.  After all, the fate of the
countey, though the loose and partizan
vote combined has a large influence, is
decid »d by the mon who think and who
judg: for themselves as to what is best
and safe for Canada. It is to this class
of man we wish to appeal. There are
two great parties asking for support.and
these parties will have their candidates
in every constituency, The candidates
themselves may  have their virtues or
their failings ; these are common to us
all. Bat what th: clectors should chicfly
remember is to investigate thoroughly
the difference in the policies which they
support.  For sixteen years Canada has
bien governed by the Couservative
party. No doubt sometimes that party
has made mistakes in matters of both
slation and administration. It never
claimed to b2 perfect, The fuir-mind.d
man, whether of one party or the other,
Will adinit that it has done a great deal
indeed for the development of the coun-
try, towards maintaining its high eredit
abroad, and in the way of perfecting its
laws., Its leaders, while in life, have
been abused ; almost every crime in the
callendar has been attributed to thun.
But within the space of thre: short
years we have seen thres great leadors,
vilified and abused in hfe, pass away
amidst universal sorrow and followed
the culogies of opponeuts as well as
friends. After death their true character
has been adwmitted by their opponents
and cach on: of thin has be n praized
as a great friend of his ecountry, and his
abilities thon accepted at their proper
and great value. The same party with

a new leader, surrounded by the col-

leagues of the old lead ws, will sson be

appealing to the country for a renswal
ot confidence. It is following th s same
policy; a policy which says we ought to

to harmouize all races and ereads ; that
we ought to los: no opp rtunity of de-
veloping our resources; that woe ouzht
to improve our means of communication
with the great markets of tha world as
ully as possible: that wo ou riit to make
a fair arrangement for tral: with any
peopls who are willing te deal with us
upon fair torms, and that, failing to get
fair trads arrangunents with other
countrics, it is our bounden duty to see
that our marke:s aro protected tor our
own people; and that under any and
every circumstances the industries of
Canada should be encouraged, employ-
ment given to our people, and the Can-
adian farmer enabled to supply with
the nceessaries of li‘e, in so far as he
produces them, the péople who manufac-
ture for him what he must purchas .
Now, oppossd to this old party, with
all its years of advantageous legislation
for the country upon the lines that we
have just indicated, is the Lib sral party
of Canada.  Once that party was in
power for five years. Evervone who is
old enough to remember that five years
knows that it was five vears of Canadian
depression and hard times, thit it was
five years of a blundering stupidity and
incapacity, so far as the loaders of that
party were concerned. Since their de-
feat of 1878 the Liberal party have been
constantly asking tor a renewal of

power ; and in order to €xcure it they
have adopted as th:ir policy almost

every fad which has been put  for-
ward in thy couutry foc acceptauce.
Never have they been guided by

any fixed principly; their whole effort
has been for office anl they have cared
not a wit whether they secured it upon
oue plea or aunother. Unrestricted Re-
ciprocity, Continental Fres Trade, Tar-
iff Reform, Free Trade and half a dozan
other cris have been placed before the
people with the hope that they would
accept one or other of them and place
the Liboral party again in offics.  The
people have shown in all these succes-
sive contests greas good sense.  They
have refusced by large wmajorities to b
taken away from the sate moorings of
a well settled National Policy. Once
more this same Liberal party are ask-
ing for power. Having thrown aside
all their old policics they have a new
one. They are at theirold trick aguin,
attempting to catch a verdict upon a
ery, And what is their ery? Free
Trade as in England or as near on ap-
proach to it as possible! Now, lot us
ask cur leaders what this means? It
means, let us say to our lealsry, very
serious changes in the commercial and
industrial life of the country and before
it is adopted thers are some impostant
questions which should be very careful-
ly considered. To change a tariff pol-
icy of a coun try is a ser ous matter at
any time, and it is especially serious
when that policy hay existed for a num-
ber of years and when great interests
have grown up und-rit. Now let us
for a momant sav somsthing as to the
questions which ought to be considor-
el

In the first place there is the question
of revenuz. We should all like to get
along without piying any taxes but
there must be a revenue collected for
the support of government and the taxes
of the people, whether collected in one
way or the. other, are the only

means of raising that revenue.
We are raising it mnow by in-
direet taxation—a taxation which

consolidate our Dominion; that we ought |

bears most heavily upon the paopl: who
consume luxuries, whose incomes are
large and who spnd the greater sums
therefore in living. If we ar: to adopt
“A Fre: Trade, such as it is in E T
land,"” syst :m, we shall destrov our o
venue entirely except in s» far as we
collect it by duties upon wines and su:h
things as that. That would m s a d»
ficit in some othor way o! 818,001,000
But if we were to not even attempt the
system that is in vozue in Enzl 1, but
have resort to a system such as was in
vogue in Mr. Mackenzie's tim, wo sha!l
not raise within $12,000,00) of suffici ‘ut
to maat the wants of the courtry.
Therefore now in either cise a dsicit of
largasizs will have to be raisxd by some
means or oth:r. Thorzis ouly on e way
of raising it. Thatimosans is dirsct tix a-
tion 6f s xns kind or othar. Tuis is the
ficst quastioa th-n for th: p2aple to eom-
siler, viz., whethor the: are prepar.d,
in order to please Mr. Laurier and some
of his associates, to abaadon the means
of raising th revenue which we have at
present and to adopt som - systm of d -
rect taxation? Or course Mr. Lourier
and his friends say quickly, “ rvedace th:
expenditure” ; but tiv's might as well be
dismisszd at oace bacaus: Mr. Laurier
has mever pointad ou: where he can
make the reductious ; and boside, whils
he has hint:d at making reluctions
amountiny to two or three hundred
thousand dollars a year, i has a mitted
at the same time, that he is bound to
carry out the Qu +bh ‘¢ resolutions whiceh
willload down th + Troasury, by incroas
ing Provincial subsidies to the extent ot
a millioa and a hali dollars a year.
Every man of common sense b-side
knows that the expeaditur: of Cana ia
is more likoly to iner-as : than deer -ase,
whether a Consorvative or a Liberal
Govermment be in power.

Question for the people to consilor
is—wheth 'r they are prepared for a
complete reversal of our tra le poliey,
As has been pointed out time and azaia
the only couniry adopting Fre: Trad
is England, Every other country d -
clines to have anything to do with it,
and persists in looking after the protec-
tion of its own interests. Tha situation
in Canada is of course entirely different
to that in England. Euglish industries
have reached the zenith of power, while
Canadian industries have only during
the past few ycars began togrow great.
There is hardly a country that has not
tried Free Trade, and in every case
with the single exception of England,
the people who have adopted it for a
time have returned to a defensive tariff
sadder and wiser than  when they de
parted from it.  We show.d never have
heard of this ery of Free Tra le in Can-
ada were it not for the dosire of a fow
played-out politicians to get into power,
We think we are justified in asking th
veople, as a speaker recently did upon
the platform, to accept the warniuzgs ol
histeryaathor than the vagu s specu'a-
tions and promi es of polit cal hacks

and adventurers.  This is  questios
No. 2,
Oucstion No. 3is: Whe'her we are

willing to give up our market without

etting any warket in return, for that
1s what the Liberal party arc proposing
to do it they get into power. They say
they will remove every vestige of pro
tection ; and notwithstaiding that the
markets of other peoples’ are shut
against us they wiil open up their mar-
kets to them. We “believe in being
generous, but generosity has, like many
other things, must have a limit, and
beside it is a good as well as
an old maxim that chanty begins at
home. We  have tried " this too,
partially, ouce before. DBotween 1574
and 1878 our farmws were driven out
of their markets by agricuitural pro
duce imported trom the United States
absolutely free of duty, while we were
not allowed to send auything to the
United States without its bearng a tax.
During the same period manu-acturers
were driven from their legitimato mar-
kets here by Canada being made a
slaughter market for the cheap bank-
rupt stocks of th: manufacturers of the
United, States, England and Gormany.
The result was that in Canada our p-o-
ple were out of employment, their iam-
ilies were in want, they were unable,
according to Mr. Bake, to purchase
goods, and in cons-quence our legiti-
mate revenue fell off; and worse than
all, finding themselves unable to s cure
employment in Canadian industries,
they were driven to the United States
and els ‘where to find emplovment in
the industries of other countries, and to
purchase their bread from foreign in-
stead of Canadian farmers.  The Con-
servative party reversed that; thev put
on a d-fensive tariff which established
our inlustries, emploved our people and
he'ped to consume our own produce.
They said let us make up our own raw
mater al ; let us employ },';m:nl::\u hands
‘and let those Canadian hands be given
strength by the product of Canadian
farms.  Shall we continue this The
good sense of the ceuntry says yos!
Nobo ty is more interested” in the main-
tenance of thisspoticy than the farmers
of the country Where is there a far-
mer with any sense who will say that
the bars should be taken down again
and that American pork, American be.f
and such like products should be allow-
ed to be brought in here to be supl'li«d
to the people of our country ?  We have
found in private conversation, that far-
mers are the strongest protectionists
in the country, as ind ed they always
have been i every  other countsy, and
we are satisfisd that they will fully
and very carefully consider the quos-
tioa, whether they ars prepared 10 s e
the Liberal party sacrifice our farme.s
markets and get nothing in return.

These are some questions which our
electors should carcfully consider. The
Trade Question will be the main qus-
tion before the people when ths contest
comes on. Cries of extravagance,
cries of corruption, cries of mismanage-
ment will of course be hurled at the
men who are at present controlling af-
fairs. These are only eatch eries. The
Liberal party have siid what thoy
would do _if they got into power upon
he Tariff issue. They have time and
time again repeated that they would
destroy every vestage of protection and
thisis the issue on which the country
will bave to decide.

Let our readers for a moment glanea
at the history ot the United States. Two
or three years ago the Democratic
Party were elected upon = ery of Free
Trade. They passed the Wilson Bill,
which even in its original state was a
thousand miles from Free Trade and in
the state in which it passed the Senate
was a much higher protective measure
than we have in Canada at the present
time.  But it was a reduction of the
Tariff and it interfered to some extent
with the prosperity of Americans by its
operations and it destroved, by the fear
