He was driving a4 black Ply-,
mouth sedan, 1950 model, whicn

was in perfect condition having
just come from a complete over-
haul and checkup at the garage.!

His lizhts were on leaving the
city as they had been on his way |
in earlier. He was not travelling |
at a high rate of speed and me(j
considerable traffic. Shortly aner’
rounding the Keppoch Road cor-
ner he saw a sign on the post
which said ‘Bumps Ahead’; it had
Leen there for several days. I
Between three and four hund-|
red yards from the scene of the
accident he decreased specd. The
pavement was pretty well broken
up—spongy and soft. There wai
clay in the worst bumps.

He had met considerable traffie!
as it was usually heavy on that
road on a Saturday night from 6.-
30 to 8.30. After that it was gen-
erally outbound from the city. He
had dimmed his lights when meet-
ing cars.
