Sayings Worth Remembering.

Agassiz’s intense enthusiasmin his favor-
ite study of natural history is well known,
and its permanent fruits, are now seen in
the great musuem in Cambridge, the most
comprehensive in the United States, and
one of the finest in the world. But it is
not so well knownthat he pursued hia study
with a deliberate sacrifice of personal ad-
vantage, and most of the opportunityof
wealth, He was «& popular lecturer, and
could have made his own terms with Ly-
ceums eager to hearhim. But his reply to
suah overtures is one of the noblest on re-
cord: “*f cannot afford to make money.”
A reply equally noteworthy was made by
\lbert Gallatin, one of the great statesmen

and financiers of the post-revolutionary
period,
as the Secretary vf tae Treasury.and man-
aged the_national finances with equal ability
and success. But his mannerof living was

a model of republican simplieity, and he|
died poor, though millions passed throagh
his hatids. “The great banker, Alexander
Baring, admired his character, and was

troubled that so noble a man should be
ha:apered by_inadegua e means of living.
He offered My. Gallatin a handsomefor-

tune, which weuld have made him com-
fortable to the end of life. Mr. Gallatin
firminly declined it, saying with emphasis: |
