Recently the war dog
troop turned in a better record in 5
competition with American mine- k
detection equipment.
“I'll put it this way,” said Sgt.
Shaw confidently. “I'd rather go
over a field that had been cleared \
by dogs than by any mine-detect- :
ing machinery I know of.”
Tt takes about 12 weeks to train
the dog. In the schooling he's
shown all sorts of mines and he

leash. The guard dog is trained to
sense the presence of the enemy
near vulnerable points like bridges
and stores. He warns his handler
like the patrol dog, but he is set
free to attack, and trained to over-
power and hold.

Finaliy there are Red Cross dogs,
trained to find casualties lying in
spots where they've been over-
looked by search parties. These
dogs work off -the leash and when
they find a casualty run back to the
handler and sit at his feet. The
handler then gives them the word
and they lead him to the wounded.
