A letter from Baker confirms the first
account of the battle at Penjdeh, and
states that the Afghan force consisted of
4,000 men.

A despatch just received from Constanti-
nople puts a new light on the diplomatic
mission to England of Hashan Fehw!
Pasha, special Turkish envoy, and Hobart
Pasha, marshal of the Turkish empire. In
order to avoid the censorship of the press
despatches at Constantin-ple this was sent
by mail to Athens, and transmitted thence
by telegraph to London. li says the sole
missioa of Felirui Pasha, who has been here
constantly since January last, was to de-
seive the British Government into the belief
that Turkey was dispoged to be on friend-
ly terms with England, and to seek and
follow her advice in all iuternaticnal com-
plicatione. Hobart Pasba, whoee former
reputation a8 a gallant Admiral of the
British navy, made him an admirable tool
for this purpose, was sent with Fehmi
Pasha to strengthen the blind. Hobart
Pashia was entrusted only with the delivery
of certain presents to the Queen and Prince
of Wales, accompanied by the cus-

tomary assurance of distinguished con-
sideration, etc.,, which ay mean
a great deal o¢ nothing. All the

fine work of diplomatic intrizue was
to be done has beer: done from the first to
the last by Fehmi Pusha It is not believed
that Hobart Pasha has had the slightest
suspicion of the real object of the mission,
but his presence in London as colieague,
and presumably the confident of ehmi
Pasha, has had precisely the moral effect
which was intended. The correspondent
affirms positively that Sultan  Abdul
Hamid nourishes an intense hatred toward
England, and that, despite the entreaties
of his premier, said I'‘asha, and the
majority of the other ministers, he is quite
veady to form an alliance with Russia, The
Sulian, it is said, clearly foresaw the pre-
sent complications regarding Afghanistan
as long ago as last winter, and sent Fehmi
Pasha to London tolull the British Govern
ment into a false sense of security in
reliance uvpon Turkey’s help.

The Standard’s correspoudent at Paris
learns that the English Government has in-
timated that if war breaks out between
Evgland and Russia they will not allow
Russia to buy ships or armed privateers in
American harbors to prey upon British

SeaL Fisugery. — Advices of the 21st from
St. John’s, Nfld., says that while the first
steamers returning from the seal fisheries
had met with great snccess, later arrivals
had been vory unfortunate,and on the whole
the sca! fisheries will be most unsatisfactory
this yrar. Many ships were damaged by
collision with icebergs, others were jammed
in the ice, several lives were lost and there
are many thrilling stories of adventure on
the ice and escaps from death, The cod
fishery is reported to be a failure on account
of the prevalence of ice.

AcricoLTvrAL Epvcarion —In the Nova
Scotia Legislature, on the 21st inst., the Gov-
ernment introduced bills relating to agricenl-
ture and agricultural education. The Board
of Agriculture is abolished, and its duties are
trapsferred to the Governor in-Council, and a
Secretary of Agriculture is appointed. The
officie] jourpal is to be abolished. A Pro-
fessor of Agriculture is to be appointed iu the
Provincial Normal School, who 18 also to lec-
ture on agriculture throughout the Province.
Normal School students who attend agricul-
ture lectures, and qualify themselves to teach
agricultural chemistry in common schools, will
receive diplemas and special grants of $100
per annum for the work.
