OTTAWA (CP)—A new national
nose count will take place in 1956.

It was disclosed Friday that the
government has decided to hold a
country - wide census every five
years, instead of every 10, and the
first five-year count will take place
in June, 1956,

In previous years Canada relied
on the 10-year census for main
statistical guidance, holding the
five-year count only on the prai-
ries.

The decennial census also guided
redistribution of federal political
ridings. Official riding boundary
changes still will take place only
once every decade. The ridings will
not be affected by the five-year
population changes.

LESS EXTENSIVE

Officers said also that the five-
year census will be slightly less
extensive than the 10-year count.
But it will mean gathering and
training another army of some 18,-
000 census-takers who will start
knocking on the doors of Cafadian
homes 19 months hence. .

By that time, they estimate,
Canada’s population may total 16-
000,000 persons—compared with 15,-
200,000 in mid-1954 and 14,000,000
when the last decennial cerssus was
taken in June 1951.

Thus, officials figure the popula-
tion will increase by some 2,000,000
in five years, almost equivalent to
the 2,300,000 rise in the 10-year
perfod between 1941 and 1951,

Tragedy touched the couple
and made Elizabeth a queen
when they learned Feb. 6, 1952,
on a tour in Kenya, that George
VI had died in his sleep at San-
dringham. A year later, a few
months before the coronation,
Elizabeth suffered another blow
with the death of Queen Mary, her
85-year-old grandmother.

The Queen has undoubtedly en-

Mansfield of Montana described
this meeting as ‘‘a very spontan.
eous success.” Republican Senator
Margaret Chase Smith of Maine
was ‘‘very impressed.’’

The premier's speech Friday to
500 American reporters at the Na-
tional Press Club was described by
one seasoned Washington reporter
as ‘‘clearing up any remnants of
misunderstanding about his posi-
tion in foreign policy.”

HAS SOME DIFFICULTY

The premier is mo doubt having
more difficulty in winning over
certain sections of government of-

ficials who are still basing their
estimates of him and of France
generally on the assurption that
France cannot do much independ-
ently because she needs American
dollar aid.

On this point Mendes-France has
apparently been speaking with

brutal frankness to Dulles and
other high government represent.
atives.

He has emphasized that he has
not come here to ask for money
and does not intend to do so. He
has reminded Dulles that the
amount of money France can
spend on the common Western ef-|

fort in Indochina has been fixed in
the French budget for 1955 and
cannot be exceeded.

If the cost of the Indochina policy
exceeds the French budget figure,
it will, the premier considers, be
up to the United States to act ac-
cordingly.

Similar frankness characterized
the premier's talk with President
Eisenhower on the Saar question.
Mendes-France said point blank
the agreement was a compromise
and he was sure the Bonn parlia-
ment would ratify the Paris agree.
ments including that on the Saar

OPPOSES ADENAUER

The 57-year-old avowed npponerst
of Chancellor Konrad Adenauer|
said he ‘‘quite definitely” planned
to enter West German politics be-
cause ‘‘politics is my whole busi-
ness; it is the whole task in my
life.”

However, he said, ‘‘although 1
have kept myselt informed on ex-
ternal affairs, I have lost touch
with Germany's internal politics
and for that reason I shall devote
at least six months to studying the
situation.” |

Strasser's lawyer said in Berlin
after the court delivered its de-
cision that he had advised his
client not to engage in political
activity immediately.

’CITES SAAR DISPUTE

Strasser opposes the chancellor’s
Christian Demoecratic regime be-
cause, he insists, Adenauer’'s pol-
icies are not guided by ‘“the
facts." He cited current dickering
over the hotly-disputed Saar which
he said Germans *'will never,
never renounce.'

Strasser said agreement must be
reached with France but such
agreement must follow general
economie or industrial lines and
could unpder no circumstances In-
clude “the giving away of 1,000,
000 Germans to France."
