Donnelly, director of the Division
of Sanitary Engineering, with the
Provincial Department of Health
and Welfare, who told a meeting
in the Town Hall that laboratory
tests of water from 14 of 16 Ken-
sington wells tested last week was
unfit for drinking purposes, and

the other two were contaminated|

to a lesser degree.

It was revealed also that tests
presently being conducted from
sther wells in the town indicate
similar contamination.

In reply to questions from sev-

the meeting,, Mr. Donnelly out-
lined the steps the town would

have to take in installing a water p

and sewerage system.

Mr. Donnelly described the tests
that had been made on the water
samples with regard to a bacteria
which is excreted from the intes-
