CIDENT AT AUGUSTINE COVE
—Hazen Lowther and Miss Aleah
Lord of North Tryon were brought
into the Prince County Hospital on
Monday morning, suffering from
injuries received in the collision of
two motor cars at Auzustine Cove
on Sunday night, Miss Aleah Lord,
daughter of Mrs. Charles Lord of
North Tryon has very bad injurles
% her head, and -her condition is
considered serious. Miss Lord was
travelling with M#, James Moore,
son of Mr. Verner Moore of West-
moreland, near Crapaud, when the
acciden’ occurred. Hazen Lowther
was in Mr, Steeves car and has a
fractured jaw. At the time or the
eccident Dr. Bell who was called
to the scene thought it best to take
them to their homes. Mr. Steeves,
who has a frac'ure of the left leg
and badly lacerated face is resting
a5 comfortably as possible under
the ecircumstances, Miss Wanda
lowther is more scriously hurt
than wag thought at first, She has
a fractured jaw and it 1s feared
ber shoulder is hur! also. Hazen
Lowther and his sisier are son and
duughter of Mr. and Mrs, Oswald
Lowther of Carleton. The accident
occurred at 8 o'clock on Sunday
evening near the Augustine Cove
School house and it is thought that
the «readfully dusty condition of
the road was the cause of the ac-
cident. Mr. Steeves with Miss
Nconan, daughter of Willlam Noon-
an of Seven Mile Bay, Hazen Low-
ther and his sister Wanda, had gone
through the village and were trav-
elling in the direction ol Charlotte-
fown when the accident happened.
Mr. Steeves was on his own side of
the road and had just pacsed sev-
eral cars. Steeves was coming from
Borden and the other cars were
go'ny toward Borden. Mr, Moore's
car was the last car of all. The two
cars collided and were very badly
smashed up. bhoth windshields were
broken and the front of both cars
compietely demoiished. James
. Mocore, driver of the one car and
Miss Noonan in the other car, both
estaped with very s'ight injuries.
Help was procured from the village
and Dr. Bell of Cape Traverse
called, He rendered first aid and
theh suggested Mr, Steeves and
Miss Lowther being taken to the
hospital, Mr. MacWilllams’ truci
Was obtained and stretchers and
blankets brought from Major Car-
Tuthers house near by, Miss Lord
and Mr. Lowther werp taken to
their home but were sent to the
hospital in the moming.

Discuss Finance
And Street Work

The Summerside Town Council
met last night, Mayor Robinson pre~
siding over a full council board, to
discuss finance and street work.
Councillor Nicholson, who had just
returned from 7%%ronto, reported to
the council board that he had been
successful in obtaining thy lowest
price on record in the history of
Summerside for their $50,000.00 de-~
bentures which they are issuing.
This money will be apportioned in
this way, $20,000 for permamnent
street work; $22,000 for school pur=~
poses and $10,000 foz oYer per~
manent work.

Councillor Nicholson reported that
he had interview several bond hous~
e3 with a view to obtaining bonds
to the amount of $50,000 for the
town. He was successful in obtain-
ing these bonds at 3 1-2 percent
payadble in 15 years at $100.50, cost~
ing the town 345 percent. Coun-
clllor Nicholson stated that accord-
ing to previous loans, this was the
cheapest loan in the history of the

town.

Councillor Nicholson pointed out
that in June 1934 the town of Sum-
merside issued debentures amount-
ing to $40,000 at 4 1-2 percent, 20
year debentures at $102.54, costing
town epproximately 432 per-
