Kindergarten For Retarded
Children Is Operated In City

Three afternoons a week, from
210 4 oclock, two volunteer
workers conduct a kindergarten
for retarded children in a cla
room at Prince Street School.

Mrs. William Hancox and Mrs.
Ernest Lord said yesterday that
their nursery school is, as far
as they know, the only venture
of its kind in the Maritimes.
They say that the trend now in
working with retarded children
is to start training them at the
nursery school age.

Because retarded children can-

not attend the Sherwood schooi
until they are about eight years
old, the kindergarten at Prince
Street answers a need long-felt
by the parents of young retard-
ed children. Tn fact, it was
through meetings between these
parents and Miss Jackie Cum-
miskey the social worker at the
mental health clinic that the
nursery _school came about.

Mo, Hencox and Mrs, Tord,
assisted once a week by Mr
Catherine Reynolds, teach the
children simple games and other
similar things, the idea being
“getting them used to a little
mganned program away {rom
the family.”

The kmdarganm was begun
in April largely through the ef-
forts of Miss Cummiskey, and
with the co-operation of the
School Board, which provided the
classroom. Toys and other piec-
es of equipment were donated
by friends. The Health Pasteur-
ized Milk Company supplies the
shool with free milk daily.

At present only four children,
aged 46 attend the kindergarten,
but both workers expressed the
hope that more will be enrolling
in the fall, since there is room
