Like many things, long-distance motor
races had a pretty outlandish start. The
car race some experts have called the
toughest sports contest of all time began
at New York City in 1908.

Six cars started oul on a race over 13,000
miles of land and 8,000 miles of water (this
nart of it on ships). They were in a race

westward from New York to Paris.

0 This was, don’t forget, in 1908 and you can imagine the
kind of roads they had to use.
