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dividuals to own the sources
and means of production.

But, as popular
builds up from below, they vec-
ognize they may have to give

leges, and they recognize that
people won't work just for sio-
gans or for future generations.

Meanwhile, the dynamic West
Furopean Common Market
soars ahead, and each of the
East European countries wants
|to buy German, English, ¥rench
and Italian goods. They need
Western products to build up
their own industry.

“The wealth, ideas and tech-
nology of the Common Market,"
sald one Western diplomat, “‘are
