London Treaty.

Britain has already asked the
United States and Japan to lft lim-
Itations in the treaty of destroyers
s0 she may save some 30 destroy-
ers from being junked.

The cruisers affected are the Fro-
bisher, the Efingham and the Haw-
kins, all of the improved Birming-
ham class.

Lord Btanley sald the 7.5 inch
pns with which these cruisers are
equipped would be replaced by guns
of less than 6.1 inch calibre. (This
would switch them from the “A”
class of cruiser, as set forth in the
1930 treaty, to the “B” class).

Lord Stanley added that the war-
ships would undergo extensive re-
pairs to refit them for another 10
years of service.

A fourth cruiser, the Vindictive,
will be used as a training ship.
