MANITOBA'S REW ARD,

It is stated that Mr. Greenway’s present
visit to Ottawa while ostensibiy on immi-
gration watters, really embraces much
more than that, and really includes a re-
arrangement of the relations between the
Province and the Dominion. In other
words, as the Moutreal Gazette’s Ottawa
correspondence remarks, Mr. Greenway is
demanding his pound of flesh for helping
Mr. Laurier to get iuto power in Otawa.
Amongst the concessions which it is said
he will demand is an extension of ‘the
v e-tern boundary of Manitoba by cutting
a goodsized slice off f Eastern Assini-
ioia and adding it to the Prairie Prov-

ince, vesting all the Dominion lands in
that eecticn in the Crown for the
Province of  Manitoba. At the

same time he will, it is said, ask that all
the ungranted Crown lands in Manitoba
be vested in the Province, and that the
school lands, and the school funds be
turned over to the proyince, in fact that the
Dominion skould clear out of Manitobaand
entirely surrender to the Province all right
and title to land in the Province, except
such as may be required for Iundian re-
serves, public werks and  buildings, and
such other purposes as lands are held for
by the Dominion in other provinces.
