Krushchev Calls
For Baltic Zone

Of Neutrality

HELSINKI  (AP) Nikita
Khrushchev called Saturday for
establishment of a Baltic “‘zone of
neutrality.”

The Soviet Communist patry
secretary told a rally of the Fin-
nish-Soviet Society that Finland
should be the nucleus of this neu-
tral zone and an example for the
rest of Northern Europe and the
world as a whole.

He warned, too, against ‘‘provo-
eateurs” and ‘‘reactionaries’” .n
Winland who, he said, are trying
to foster distrust between Finlaid
and the Soviet Union.

The usually outspoken Soviet

leader skirted clear of in-
flammable international topies.
The speech was delivered by a
Finnish interpeter while Khrush-
chev stood beside him.

“Pinland’'s neutral foreign pol-
oy should be an example to the
rest of Northern Europe and the
world,” he said. ‘“The whole Bal-
tic area should become a zone of
neutrality and a zone of peace for-
over.”
