Work was started this past
summer on an experimental cy-
ster hatchery on P. E. L's fam-
ed Malpeque Bay, now the heart
of the Canadian oyster indus-
try.

The hatchery will test on a
fairly large scale a relatively
!!eenf conviction that oysters

persu to spawn
eﬂlcien!ly and well under con-
trolled artificial conditions, that
the larvae can be fed and that

Fisheries scientists hold high
hopes for the experiments which
may free the industry from the
present uncertainties of oyster
regeneration.
Dr. A. L. Prichard, director
of conservation and development
at fisheries headquarters in Ot-
says the hatchery experi-
n ‘shows real potential,” al-
though it may be another two
years before the full results are
known.

SLOW RECOVERY

Meanwhile the oyster industry
is slowly recovering from a dis-
astrous outbreak of disease that
practically wiped out the rich
New Brunswick and Nova Sco-
tia stocks.

Disease resistant oysters from
Prince Edward Island have been
transplanted in the stricken ar-

eas to save the beds from ex-
tinction.

The hatchery idea is the re-
sult of investigation into oysters
which became intense about se-
ven years ago when the mysteri-
our disease struck along the
New Brunswick and Nova Sco-
tia shores.

Atlantic oysters shun cold wa-
ter and Canadian stocks are
located mainly in the warmer
southern sector of the Gulf of
St. Lawrence. Prior to 1950 New
Brunswick supplied 57 per cent
of me Canadian output, P. E. L
cent and Nova Scotia the
remnln!ng 11 per cf

But by 1960 the oys!er disease
had just about eliminated nm
mainland stocks and
was producing about 80 per cen(
of Canadian output. In that de-
cade the total take fell from
about 7,500,000 pounds to 3,500,-
000 pounds.

It was the second Canadian
appearance of the disease which
also has plagued oyster beds of
the United States Atlantic shoreA

CARRY DISEASE

Some of the P.EIL oysters,
Towever, were resistant to the
disease and from this small per-
centage the Malpeque Bay

The resistant oysters remain-
ed carrriers of the disease —
which has no effect whatsoever
on humans who eat the oysters.
1t is thought that an illegal
