A lad of sixteen, brought up and educated
as a gentleman, is sent on board a merchant ship ** to
ascertain how he would like the sea for a profession.”
He goes into the forecastle, and bunks with the common
sailors. The second mate, it would appear according
to the evidence of the complainant, treated him with un-
asual severity, and did unquestionably commit the two
assaults, for which he was sentenced to pay a fine of
thirty shillings and costs. And the small amount of the
fine constitutes the grievance of Mr. McMahon's com-
plaint. Has*the complainant or his father any just
cause to find fault witn the decision? Thiere are two
modes of secking redress for injuries arising out of
violence to the person : the one by civil, the other by
eriminal, process.  In this case, the party has bad re-
course to both, Now, itis a rule of English Law, that
no man shall be twice panished for the same offence.—
The defendant has been held to bail in the sum of £200
to answer to the various acts of alleged vruelty on his
part toward the complainant, and the case will be heard
and decided by the proper tribunal as judge and jury.
Urder these eircumstances, all that the Police Court had
to decide was the question of the breach of the peace,
New, it should be remembered that the only witness was
the complaivant, and, without impugning his veracity,
he, in common with every one else, is, in his own case.
apt to give a version of the affuir with a greater warmth
of coloving than a disinterested witness might adopt,
aud if the defendent eould have been put upon his oath
—as he may in the Supreme Court—it is quite possible
that the whole transaction might assume a different hue.
It is quite true that a witness was called by the com-
plainant (to produce whom the Court was adjourned
for one of the days of henring) who, however, instead
of corroborating the statement of the complainant, gave
contradictory evidence. It having been proved that,
from expressions used by the witness on previous occa-
sons, he was unwortby of credit, his testimony was set
ande, and not allowed to invalidate that of young Mr.
TeMahon. Tlad it nat heen so deolded, the Gourt would
ave been compelled to dismiss the case. When the

ters not cognizant by the Coart, which has only to do
with actual breaches of the peace.
The fact is, that it was a great mistake sending a
