take certain responsibilities for the
betterment of the Province. “I
hope that the Government may be
relieved of thesge responsibilities by
private citizens,” he added.

Voices Appreciation

Mr. Towers expressed his appre-
clation of the great kindness his
party had received during their
visit on the Island. He recalled
the work of the late Mr. LeRoy
Holman, former director of the
Bank of Canada and expressed his
approval of Mr. Alfred Pickard as
the Island’'s representative on thw
Bank’'s board of directors.

He reviewed the duties and acti-
vities of the Bank since 1938, The
first duty at that time was to ‘ry
and eliminate the financial im-
pediments to recovery, he statad.
The bank had to make money
available to credit worthy borrow-
ers.

Among the newer duties of the
bank he listed the forming of a
Foreign Exchange Control and the
setting up of an Industrial De-
velopment Bank as a subsidiary of
the Bank of Canada to meet the
needs of firms who were looking
for long term loans and to provide
tunds for little known institutions.

The Industrial Development
Bank has loaned about $50,000,-
000, he stated. He stated that in
thinking about the amount of
work the bank has done, he con-
sidered the number of firms
which the bank has helped. It
nas financed about 750 firms he
added.

As an illustration of the size of
some of the routine work done by
the Bank of Canada,. he pointed
out that last year the bank handled
about 250,000 notes. About 23,500,-
000 coupons on Victory and Can-
ada Savings Bonds came in dur-
ing the year and over 1,000,000
interest cheques were sent out |
for bonds. )

In reviewing the administration
of the Bank he pointed out that
it was owned by the Government
of Canada and was created by
parliament to perform certain
tunctions. The responsibility for
the fulfillment of these functions
falls on the directors and manage-
ment, he added.

He recalled that the Bank had
met with many new and untradi-
tional problems during the war
years. The best that could be
hoped for was that large amounts
of the cosis of war would be ;_uid
from taxation and genuine savings
he stated. This did not do the
whole job and the amount of cre-
dit and currency had to be in-
creased so that an inflationary
situation developed. This general
inflation movement seems to be
over, he said.

He stated that in many Eur-
opean countries there has been an
attitude that the capitalistic coun-
tries could not avoid a boom or
bust situation. The willingness to
do things by the Canadian and
American peoples will avoid this
bust, he said. The doubters of
democracy must be proved wrong
if democracy is to retain its vital-
ity and appeal.

Eighteen Diesels
Now In Operation

In the very near future Prince
Edward Island will say goodbye to
the old steam engines which pulle
ed its trains for so long. When
two more of the new diesel engin-
es arrive the Island will be the
first railway division in Canada
to be completely dieselized. At pre-
sent there are eighteen engines
here, sixteen large type and two
of the smaller shunting class.

This move will mean wmany
changes in the C. N. R. installat-
ions here. Gone will be the open
piles of coal and the enormous
roundhouses which serviced the
old engines. In their place will be
storage tanks for the diesel oil
and a modern servicing plant for
the engines.
