TRAVEL SICKNESS

At this time of year there ax
always inquiries regarding that
bogy of travelling, car or traip
sickness. The following suggestions
will prove helpful when dealing
with this problem cither in chil.
dren or adults,

1. Two days before the journey
give a mild aperient ang from then
until you reach your destination
cut down fats in the diet.
