The whole structure and ar-
rangement of these inner defences, indeéd, are
such as to justify the belief that, had the re-
doubt been strenuously defended, no body of at-
tacking troops that could have been brought
againstit would have had a chance of success.
And the same system of rear defences extended
down along nearly the whole curtain leading to-
wards the §lnl-khoﬂ. The open space behind the
Redan, as I have already mentioned, presents a.
broken surface, literally ploughed up into nar-
row trenches by round shot, and honeycombed
into small pits by exrploded shell ; I doubt if
there be half a foot of square space within the
whole enclosure on which one or other of these
missiles has not fallen. The huge pits ocea-
sioned by the esploded mines cowplete the
wrecked appearance of the epot, and give it in
the last degree an aspect of ruin and desolation.
Although four days had clapsed since the clo-
sing contest, 1 stumbled on no less
dead Russians in different partsof the redoubt ;
why they had been passed over in the general
burial I am unable to explain.
