fOULH AFRICA.

It is reported that at a jcdnference held
last Thursday between the Marquis of
Lansdowne, secretary: of state-for war, Mr.
Chamberlain, Commander-in-Chief, Lord

Wolsley, and General Sir "Redvers Baller,
it was arranged to gradually pour English
troops into Cape Colony and Natal. This

' measure is taken in direct opposition to
Sir Hercules Robinson, Goverpor of Cape
Colony and British High Commissioner in
South Africa, who has advised the Gov-
ernment that the reintorcement of British

) troops now in South Africa will excite the
Boers and hinder the prospect
oy peace With the Transvaal.
Governor Robinson states thet President
Kruger has sent a communication to
him declaring that the negotiations be-
tween the Transvaal and Great Britain
will be hopless if troops are sent to Caps
Colony. The Globe and other Unionist

papers, and also many Liberal organs pro-
fest that the Government onght not to
show ‘i nidity before the Boers, and submit
that the Transvaal is arming itse'f to the
teeth, while the British forces are kept on
a mere police level. The Globe euggesta
the dismissal of Governor Robinson for
being too subservient to the Government
e@ the Transvaal, aod in this it certainly
voices conservative freling.

President Kruger has sent Berr Von
Boeschorton, a highstate official, to Eng-
lind oa a m‘sion connected withthe char-
ges that the Trarsyval has v'o'ated a p-o-
vision of the Convention of 1884, forbid—
ding the Transvaal to grant preferential
rates tojany power against British imports,
President Kruger di dycs this provision by
allowing a large rebate inthe duties col-
lected on goods imported from Germany,
by lowering the railway rates on ship-~
ments for the Transvaal by way of Dela-
goa Bay, whi his the route followel by
Germangeods, and by other methods, all
of which result in benefit to imports from
Germany, and disastrouslyaffects British
trade with the Transvaal.
