Hard, in thi has
the signific ace of stubbornness,
Shell meaniug an impenetrable skull.  As
8000 as this term began to be applied, the
Hard Shells retorted by applying the term
Soft to the rival faction. Soft shells are also
called Shedders—this being the fisherman’s
synonym for for soft-shelled crabs and loh-
sters. In New York, where oysters are
more largely consumed thau any where clse
in the world, they are cooked and scrved
in a great variety of forms. One of these
is called, Roasted on the half shell  Some
one, favouring @ compromise and union of
the fupctiens of hard and soft, was set
down as a Hulf Shell.
