The question is what West
should do after he holds the open-
ing lead o° the king of diamonds.
In the actual hand, West shift-
ed to the eight of clubs, which dec-
larer won with the king. A spade
to dummy’s jack went to the ace,
East returning a trump. It was
now an easy matter for South to
dispose of two small hearts on
dummy’s good clubs and the con-
tract was made, declarer losing
a spade, a heart and a diamond.
It will be noted that if, at trick
two, West leads the king of hearts
the contract is defeated. If dec-
